Places to eat and drink

Deauville

 Plenty of cafes line the Promenade des Planches
Places of Interest

Beaumont-en-auge

 The birthplace of Laplace (mathematician) and good views of the coast.

Cabourg

 Radiating out from the coastal casino and grand hotel, Cabourg boasts a good beach and is popular with families.

Deauville

 Sometimes called the Monte Carlo of the north, Deauville attracts the great and the good for 100 days from July to the fourth Sunday of August when it hosts the Deauville grand prix. This is a decidedly upmarket resort where the plank promenade made of azobe wood from Africa runs the length of the beach, which is soft and sandy. 

Houlgate

 A fine sandy beach and promenade. If you have the time a walk to the black cows to the east is where fossils are found. This will take 2 hours and you shouldn’t go 3 hours within high tide.

Pont-l’Eveque

 The town of Pont-l’Eveque was badly damaged during WW2, where ¾ was destroyed in a scorched earth policy in 1944. However old houses remain, mainly on Rue St-Michel. and rue de Vaucelles (western edge of town). Of note is the courtyard of the Aigle d’Or (16th century coaching inn) at 68 rue de Vaucelles.  The town was once an important river crossing and was named after a river crossing built by the bishops of Lisieux in the 11th century. It is now famous for its cheeses.

 To the south there is a woodland park.

Villers-sur-mer

  Another good beach is found at Villers-sur-mer Accessed through the tourist information is the museum of palaeontology, many of which including the stuffed birds were collected from the local area.

SHORT RIDE

10km
Turn left out of the campsite and head into Moyaux.  Then take the D51 to Le Pin and Le Brevedent.  Carry on to Blangy.

20km
Through Blangy (still on the D51) and cross the D579 at La Forge.  Turn right onto the D48  towards Pont L’Eveque

35km
Turn left onto the N175 and then after the first traffic lights right onto the D118.  After 2km take the D278 to Deauville, right on the D58 to St Martin, Tourville en Auge, and again the D278 and follow this all the way to Deauville.

70km
After looking round Deauville and Trouville the return journey retraces the outward journey.  Follow the D278 back to Pont L’Eveque. then the D48 till the left turn to la Forge.  Cross the D579 and take the D51 through Blangy back to Moyaux.  Then the D143 and the campsite.





MEDIUM RIDE

10km
Turn left out of the campsite and head into Moyaux.  Then take the D51 to Le Pin and Le Brevedent.  Carry on to Blangy.

20km
Through Blangy (still on the D51) and cross the D579 at La Forge.  Turn right onto the D48  towards Pont L’Eveque

35km
Turn left onto the N175 and then after the first traffic lights right onto the D118  After 2km  take the D278 to Deauville, right on the D58 to St Martin, Tourville en Auge, and again the D278 and follow this all the way to Deauville.

After looking round Deauville and Trouville take the D513 southwest along the coast to Villers sur Mer.  Here take a left turn onto the D118 and go to Beaumont-en-Auge.    

Carry on through Beaumont on the D118 to Pont L’Eveque. In Pont L’Eveque, retrace the outward journey: onto the D48 till the left turn to la forge, Cross the D579 and take the D51 through Blangy back to Moyaux.  Then the D143 and the campsite.





LONG RIDE

10km
Turn left out of the campsite and head into Moyaux.  Then take the D51 to Le Pin and Le Brevedent.  Carry on to Blangy.

20km
Through Blangy (still on the D51) and cross the D579 at La Forge.  Turn right onto the D48  towards Pont L’Eveque

35km
Turn left onto the N175 and then after the first traffic lights right onto the D118.  After 2km take the D278 to Deauville, right on the D58 to St Martin, Tourville en Auge, and again the D278 and follow this all the way to Deauville.

55km
After looking round Deauville and Trouville take the D513 southwest along the coast to Villers sur Mer.  Continue on this road through Houlgate and Dives sur Mer.  Turn right in Dives sur Mer and cross the river to Cabourg.



68km
After visiting Cabourg retrace your route into Dives sur Mer and turn right onto the D45 (SP Lisieux) and stay on this road till Branville. (On the map this changes to D27 and back again)

75km
At Branville turn left onto the D281. After 4km, turn right onto the D118 and go to Beaumont- en-Auge.  

101km
Carry on through Beaumont on the D118 to Pont L’Eveque. At Pont L’Eveque, retrace the outward journey: onto the D48 till the left turn to la Forge.  Cross the D579 and take the D51 through Blangy back to Moyaux.  Then the D143 and the campsite
