Places of Interest

 Bernay

As one of the towns that avoided wartime bombing, Bernay has several points of interest. The town developed around the 11th century Abbey. Close to the 17th century Hotel de Ville is the Musee municipal, in the former abbots lodge. For old dwellings check out Rue Gaston-Folloppe (antiques) Rue Thiers (shopping) and Rue Gabriel-Vallee (note no17)

 Broglie

 Dominated by the extensive (private) chateau, Broglie is on the banks of the river Charentonne. The river irrigates the Jardin aquatique, which contains aquatic plants from around the world.

 Fontaine l’Abbe

Norman village with Louis XIII chateau. The church contains colourful banners of the local Brotherhood of Charity

 Orbec

The vibrant town of Orbec is often by passed, as there are no real attractions. However it has many old half timbered houses, and is typically French with it’s busy and scenic Grand Rue.

Turn left out of the campsite and head into Moyaux.   In Moyaux take a left turn onto the D143a to Fumichon.  Carry on straight through and follow the D143a crossing the N13 to Marolles.  Stay on the D143a to Le Planquay.  

Go straight over at the crossroads on the C41 towards St Vincent du Boulay, and after 1.5km, as you enter the forest, turn right to St Mards de Fresne.  Cross the railway, and left just after the church, and follow the railway east, keeping Plainville on your left and St Victoire de Chretienville on your right.  Keep to the right of the railway, towards Caorches St Nicolasuntil you reach Bernay..
