Places of Interest

Honfleur

 Artists such as Monet and Bouin (who was born here) were inspired by Honfleur. The town is centred around the Vieux basin with different buildings around St-Etienne quay and Ste-Catherine quay.  Sited nearby is Eglise Ste-Catherine, which is constructed entirely of wood (rare in Western Europe). It was built by shipwrights. If you are in the mood there are at least 5 museums depicting anything from local naval history to Normandy interiors.

Pont-Audemer 

 Situated just of the long ride Pont Audemer is known as Normandy’s little Venice, where wooden bridges cross canals, which once served the leather trade. To enjoy the town there are painted compass cards on the ground.

SHORT RIDE

32km
Turn right out of the campsite and head northeast down to St Jean.  Turn left onto the D22 and follow the road to Cormeilles.  Turn left onto the D834 (which later turns into the D534) and carry on through Bonneville till you reach les Authieux.  ( At this point the short route could carry along the D140 till it reaches the D22 and then turn left into Beuzeville for lunch.  Pick up the route below heading south on the D22 out of Beuzeville for the return journey.)    

Turn right onto D140(SP St.Andre de Herbertot and St. Benoit de Herbertot)cross the river and turn left(SP d140) go under motorway staying on D140 and pass through St Andre de Herbertot  and on to St Benoit.  Cross the N175 (danger!) here onto the D17, then immediately right (SP Genneville)and follow the D140 over motorway. At Stop sign turn left onto the D119 (SP Le Theil. ) Pass through Le Theil staying on the D119 cross over motorway bridge and immediately turn right along the D144b running alongside motorway. Cross the D144 (SP Le Hiautre 1Km) and go through le Hiautre.  At stop sign,  turn left by recyclimg bins towards le Canet and go down to  Honfleur. (This is the D289)through narrow roads. On entering town at bottom of hill straight on at cross roads into the Rue Notre Dame (N.D.) Left at roundabout to Old Port with shops, cafes etc.


66km
To leave Honfleur return to roundabout at end of Rue Notre Dame Head east (SP Rouen) towards the Pont de Normandie and take the D580a (which is slightly inland but a less busy road) Look for the Trocadero Café on right just before roundabout and the D580 a is a right fork (SP Canteloup and Gendarmerie) up hill. At top of hill Left onto the N180 (SP Rouen and Pont de Tancarville) towards La Riviere St Sauveur. At traffic lights straight on (SP La Riviere St Sauveur 1.5, Albon 4) Go under the A29, over the river and through La Riviere St Sauveur. To junction with  D180. Turn Right and after 200m turn right onto the D22 to  Beuzeville.  Follow road through square. At the church, turn right towards Cormeilles. Carry on along the D22 to turn left onto the D834 also signed D534 into Cormeilles. Take the D810 south out of Cormeilles and then turn right onto the D510 and go up the valley.  At the top take the left turn onto the D137 to Moyaux, then the next left turn to get to the junction with the D143.  Turn left here to go back to the campsite.




LONG RIDE

32km
Follow the short / medium route to Honfleur.




Head east out of Honfleur towards the Pont de Normandie. Then take the D580 (A better option would be the D580a, which is slightly inland but a less busy road) which takes you along the Seine towards La Riviere St Sauveur.  Cross the D180 (the shorter routes leave you here) onto the D312 and follow the road to Conteville, Foulbec and Toutainville. 



78km
Cross the N175 and straight across, beside the Mairie, take the minor road, which runs parallel to the motorway (A13). Go under the motorway and south to reach Triqueville.  In Triqueville, turn right at the war memorial, on the C19.  Carry on this road till you reach the junction with the D87, the old Roman road.  Turn right onto the D87 and follow it into la Chapelle Bayvel to turn right along D139 into Cormeilles.  Take the D810 south out of Cormeilles and then turn right onto the D510 and go up the valley.  At the top take the left turn onto the D137 to Moyaux, then the next left turn to get to the junction with the D143.  Turn left here and go back to the campsite.
